DAY 1 - VERONA - VENICE

Early morning departure from boarding points. Around noon we reach
the Austrian Alps, drive through splendid alpine scenery, enter Italy near
lake Garda and arrive in Verona.

DAY 3 - VENICE - BURANO
After breakfast and check out
return to Venice or join our
excursion by boat to the unique
isle of Burano (€25). The former
fishing village on the island is one of
the most unique spots in the Venetian
Lagoon and famous for its artistic lace
production. Afternoon departure,
return to Ramstein at about 24:00.
